
 
Transportation Guidelines 

 
Please use this guide for making your summer travel arrangements.  Refer to your 
contract for accurate arrival and departure dates.  As always, please contact our office 
(877-859-7142) with any questions!   
 
If you are an international staff member coming through BUNAC or CCUSA, please 
contact your staffing agency for your Travel information so you can complete this form. 
 
1) Driving: Our campsite is located in Sullivan County, NY (zip code 12737).  Please 
plan to arrive between 2pm and 5pm.  We will email you driving directions once you 
select this mode of transport. 
 
2) Flights: All flights need to be scheduled to land at or before 3pm 

 Morry’s Camp will provide van transportation from the following airports: 
- Stewart International Airport (SWF) 
- Westchester County Airport (HPN) 
- LaGuardia-NYC (LGA) 
- JFK-NYC (JFK) 
- Newark International Airport (EWR) 

 
On arrival day flights should land no later than 3pm.  Once we get closer to 
arrival day you will be provided with information on where to meet the Morry’s 
Camp Staff and Van shuttle at your airport.  Please note if your flight arrives 
earlier in the day our pickup times may still be near that 3pm deadline to 
accommodate as many staff as we can. 

 
 
For the following 2 options you should select an arrival time to Port Jervis before 
5:30pm 
 
3) Bus: The Shortline Bus travels from the Port Authority of NYC (located between 8th 
and 9th Avenues and 40th to 42nd Streets) to Port Jervis NY.  Please arrive to the Port 
Authority 45 minutes prior to departure to purchase your ticket as these buses can be 
popular and seats do run out.  Contact info: www.shortlinebus.com and (800) 631-8405. 
 
4) Train: NJ Transit trains leave from Penn Station (390 7th Avenue, NYC) and travels 
to Port Jervis, NJ.   
 
 
It sounds crazy because we’re just getting geared up, but here are some things to keep in 
mind in regards to your departure.  In August on your contract departure date please do 
not plan on leaving our site before 9 a.m.  For those of you needing transportation via the 
camp van drop off please choose departures after 2pm for planes, buses and trains.
